The following is & copy of the original contract for the con-
struction of Liberty Church, This 0ld contract is yellow
with age and there were some words that I could not read. ‘'hese

are underscored:

"Know all men by these presents that Absalom Bradley .. .. . ...
held and firmly bound unto James rPitmen and William ialiaferro

in the just and full sum of one hundred pounds virgin cur rency
to be paid unto the said James Pitman and Williem Yaliaferro
thelr certain gllorary there Edmr. or Asjp. To which payment
well and truly to be made, i bind myself, my heirs Edmr. or
Asjp. jointly and secondly formly by these presents and seal
witﬁ my seal and dates this 23rd. day of August, 1796.

The condition of the above obligations is such that whereas
the above bound Absalom Bradley hath this day contracted with
the s aid James Pitman and William 7Yaliaferro to Build a meet-
ing house Intitled the Liberty lieeting house for the sum of
fifty pounds to be finished and completed in the manner folle
ing (viz) The said house %10 be thirty two feet by 20 feet
wide, twelve feet pitch with & shed the whole length Ten feet
wide Five reet pitch the which to be Inclosed with four feet
boards. Two Gallories uight feet wide and 20 feet long,seven
feet from the flare the Galleris and the body of the house to
be ruft Flowrd a Disk in like manner Two plains Brattrens
doors and five plain batten shutters for windows the betwixt
the Body of the house and shed to be Borded up Three feet
high the said James Pitman and William Taliaferro to
find the said Bradley all the nails and Timber to be hald |
to the spot For the said meeting house is to stand. Now if
the bove Bound Absalom Bradley shall will and truly build and
zfmplgazhthe said meeting house is Maner herein befar e men-
one en above oblagations to be void or else
full force and virtue." to remain in
