POLICY MEMORANDUM #29 
 
SUBJECT:  Fort Bliss Ease of Access (EoA) Policy 
 
 
1.  References: 
 


a.  Army Regulation (AR) 190-13, The Army Physical Security Program, 27 June 
2019. 


 
b.  AR 525-13, Antiterrorism, 03 December 2019. 
 
c.  Fort Bliss Operations Order (OPORD) 24-004, Fort Bliss Antiterrorism Plan, 


26 April 2024.  
 
2.  Purpose. To establish Fort Bliss EoA requirements. 
 
3.  Applicability. This policy applies to all units and organizations, assigned and attached 
or otherwise performing duties at Fort Bliss.  
 
4.  Policy. Fort Bliss implements EoA to enhance community relations while minimizing 
risk to Fort Bliss personnel, facilities, and assets. 
 


a.  Conditions. EoA abates standard access requirements for non-DoD affiliated 
personnel attending on-post events and activities where routine access control 
requirements are impractical.  EoA promotes community participation for on-post events 
and activities which enhances Fort Bliss/community relations by bridging the gap 
between Soldiers and the society they defend to build trust, partnerships and a positive 
image. 


 
b.  Restrictions. Unfounded EoA requests will be denied.  Approved EoA requests 


subjected to one (1) or more restrictions outlined below will be denied or cancelled. 
 


(1)  EoA approval is limited to events or activities where routine security 
measures are not suitable or feasible (e.g., great degree of hospitality is warranted, 
extraordinarily large events where a large community presence is anticipated, such 
as Airshows).  EoAs will not be used to circumvent prescribed access control 
measures solely for the sake of convenience. 
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(2)  Foreign nationals are ineligible for EoA. 
 
(3)  EoA is prohibited during large-scale mobilization operations, sensitive 


operations (e.g., President of the United States [POTUS] visit, nuclear weapons or 
critical components present on installation) and/or installation-wide exercises. 


 
(4)  EoA is not authorized during Force Protection Condition (FPCON) 


Charlie or Delta. 
 
(5)  EoA requests must be submitted not later than (NLT) 60 days prior to the 


event or activity it is requested for. 
 
(6)  EoA is contingent on coordination and implementation of compensatory 


protective measures outlined in the approved EoA request (either by the requester, 
reviewer or approval authority). Prior EoA approval is void if a protective measure is 
dropped or modified to the extent it no longer meets or fulfills the purpose and 
scope for which it was developed. 
 


c.  Requirements.  
 


(1)  The government sponsor requesting EoA approval must complete and 
submit the enclosed EoA Request, NLT 60 days prior to the event. 


 
(2)  Each coordinating office will complete a review of the EoA Request and 


provide concurrence/non-concurrence within five (5) business days of receipt and 
forward to the next coordinating office (i.e., Fort Bliss Antiterrorism Program 
Manager, Installation Access Control Manager, Staff Judge Advocate [SJA]) or 
approval authority. 


 
(3)  Following approval or disapproval, the EoA request will be returned to the 


Physical Security Office via the “submit” function on the enclosed EoA Request for 
final distribution to requester. 


 
(4)  The government unit or event sponsor will create a flyer or invitation for 


each event that includes the following: name of the event, date of event, location, 
time of access, and specific gate(s) for access. 


 
(5)  The United States Army Garrison (USAG) Fort Bliss Garrison Commander 


(GC) or Deputy Garrison Commander (DGC) approves EoA for USAG led events on 
Fort Bliss. 


 
(6)  The Fort Bliss Senior Commander (SC) or designated representative 


approves EoA for 1st Armored Division (1AD) led events and for open-installation (i.e., 
installation access vetting waived for specific events). 
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(7)  The approval authority and his/her designated representative are authorized 
to waive or make exceptions to EoA policy as deemed appropriate.
