All Soldiers are required to in-process through Kalsu Replacement Company upon 

arriving to Fort Campbell. Soldiers are required to attend a Newcomers’ Orientation 

before leaving Kalsu Replacement Company to their assigned unit. If a Soldier is   

assigned to his/her unit and has not attended a Newcomers’ Orientation, Kalsu    

Replacement Company notifies Soldier and Command which Newcomers’ Orienta-

tion at Cole Park Commons they are required to attend. Soldiers are required to   

arrive and be seated by 9 a.m. for mandatory morning briefs. Soldiers with Family        

Members attending Newcomers’ Orientation will join them at 11 a.m. for remaining 

briefs.  Single Soldiers will remain together for briefs and agency fair. 

The Newcomers’ Orientation is an interactive orientation to welcome and inform 

newly arrived Soldiers, Civilian employees and their Family Members of the many 

Family support resources available on Fort Campbell and the surrounding communi-

ties. Newcomers can “Take Care of Business” and visit specialists from Housing on and 

off post, Tricare and Medical, Childcare and School Liaisons. Many Family support 

programs will be available on-site and include: Army Community Service, Family and 

Morale, Welfare and Recreation, Community Chambers of Commerce, Education     

Center, and others that are here to support newcomers assigned to Fort Campbell, KY;
