 Blanchfield Army Community Hospital officials  

announced updates to its Visitor Policy 14 Jul ’21 - among 
the changes, Visitation Policy No. 78 allows for one adult 
visitor to accompany patients during Emergency Center 
visits and outpatient appointments, including prenatal ap-
pointments - Patients undergoing a procedure that requires 
a responsible adult as a condition of release may have a 
visitor remain in the clinic until discharge and Inpatient 
visitation is limited to two persons who are symptom free of 
illness.  
 

 Generally, visitation is open from 08:00am - 10:00pm 

Quiet hours are from 10:00pm - 06:00am to preserve  
quality rest and healing for the hospitalized patient. Patients 
in labor may have up to two adult visitors at any time. 
 

 Wearing a mask remains a requirement within all  

Department of Defense medical facilities other than the 
following exceptions: children under two years old, while 
eating or drinking, or when alone in a room with the door 
closed.
