The Carson Connector will link users to one of multiple 15-passenger
vans for designated pick-up and drop-off locations throughout the installation as well as two off-
post locations. The Carson Connector replaces the installation’s legacy shuttle service and is part

Monday’s event will include a ribbon-cutting ceremony at the Transportation Operations Center,
remarks from both Fort Carson and City of Fountain officials, and rides around post using one of

the 15-passenger vans.
