* Wait at least 30 minutes after hearing the last clap
of thunder before leaving your shelter.

» Stay away from windows and doors. Stay off
porchas.

* There iz no safe place cutside. Places with only a
roof on sports fields, golf courses, and picnic areas
ara not sate during a lightning storm. Small sheds
should not be used.

» If a person is struck by lightning, call 9-1-1.
Get medical help right away.
