Do not approach areas that may be swept away by 
rapid currents such as flooded roads, underpasses, 
bridges, rivers, and coastal areas 

If it rains heavily, access to mountain areas is 
prohibited. Evacuate to a safe place away from 
designated evacuation sites or mountainous areas. 

To prevent falling/sweeping accidents, avoid access to 
sewers, manholes, etc 

Do not get close to areas at risk of collapse, such as 
slopes, retaining walls, embankments, etc. 

Avoid places where falling objects may fall, such as 
glass windows and building signs, and move 
inside the building. 

When a typhoon or heavy rain warning is 
announced, do not go to look at drains, rice fields, 
or water banks
