e Currently enrolled in an accredited college or university in Japan.

e Able to perform tasks in both English and Japanese settings, or those who lack confidence in their
language skills but are highly motivated to improve.

e Have a strong interest in promoting cultural exchange and mutual understanding between Japan and
the United States and demonstrate enthusiasm for actively contributing to it.

e Have a valid passport, driver's license, or the “my-number card. Student ID is not an acceptable form of
identification.

CONDITIONS: Please apply under the following conditions.

e No compensation or transportation stipend will be provided. This is an unpaid internship.

e Allinterns are required to adhere to the U.S. Army policies, regulations, and rules while on post.

e Each intern must obtain personal accident and liability insurance that covers the internship period. The
U.S. Army base will not assume liability for any injuries, illnesses, or incidents involving interns.

e |If selected, submission of Japanese municipal certificates regarding residence, permanent address, and
travel history will be required.

e Internship program orientation is scheduled for 3 August.
