Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. is remembered as America’s preeminent advocate of
nonviolence and a leader of the Civil Rights Movement.

In sermons and speeches, Dr. King's voice rang out with a call for us to work toward
a better tomorrow.

In 1995, Congress designated Martin Luther King Jr. Day as the first and only
federal holiday observed as a national day of service and charged the Corporation
for National and Community Service with leading this national effort.
