SUBJECT: Joint Base Myer-Henderson Hall Temporary Cleaning Policy in response to
Coronavirus Disease 2019.

1. References:
a. Army Regulation 385-10 Army Safety Program 24 February 2017

Interim Recommendations for Businesses and Employers

2. Applicability. This policy applies to all garrison organizations and activities under
Joint Base Myer-Henderson Hall (JBM-HH) and specifically those that provide face to
face customer services through assistance, processing, training or sales including but
not limited to Soldiers, DA Civilians, Employees (Appropriated and Non-Appropriated),
contractors, vendors, and visitors to JBM-HH.

3. Purpose. To provide policy guidance based on proven strategies for infection
prevention and good industrial hygiene practices pertaining to the frequency and depth
of cleaning procedures across all facilities, organizations, and business partners at
JBM-HH and Fort McNair.

4. Perform Routine Environmental Cleaning:

a. Non-Customer Service or Sales Point Work Locations (Administrative/Office
Locations): All personnel shall clean all frequently touched surfaces in JBM-HH
workplaces, such as workstations, countertops, and doorknobs at least two (2) times a
day. Use the cleaning agents that are usually used in these areas and follow the
instructions on the label. A list of EPA registered antimicrobial products for use against
Novel Corona virus SARS-CoV-2 can be found at this link, EPAantimicrobialProducts or
in Appendix A.

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b. Public Service and Sales Point Locations: In addition to routine cleaning
procedures, these locations shall conduct a thorough facility cleaning prior to opening
and closing for business every day. Beginning and end of day cleanings shall focus
on all high touch points, including but not limited to the following:

(1) Cash registers, counter surfaces and all sides.

(2) Merchandise areas such as baskets, carts, belts, and other areas where
customers regularly place personal items or products.

(3) All doors, handles, phones, keyboards, dispensers, faucets, light switches,
buttons, toilet handles and seats and any other high contact areas identified within each
operating area.

(4) Floors will be mopped using a bleach water solution IAW paragraph 8-a(4).

5. All merchandise and customer interaction points which encourage touch will be
temporarily restricted.

6. Food service locations will NOT change the products or ratios of disinfectants used
and approved by preventive medicine or veterinary services for food operations unless
directed to do so by organizational leadership or increased Health Promotion Levels
dictated elevated disinfection and sanitation procedures.

7. Cleaning and disinfection after the identification of person(s) suspected or confirmed
to have COVID-19 and have been in a community or work facility.

a. At a school, daycare center, office, or other facility that does not house people
overnight:

(1) Itis recommended to close off areas used by the ill persons and wait at least
two (2) hours before beginning cleaning and disinfection to minimize potential for
exposure to respiratory droplets. Open outside (exterior) doors and windows to increase
air circulation in the area. If possible, Isolate the environment and wait up to 24 hours
before beginning cleaning and disinfection.

(2) Cleaning staff should clean and disinfect all areas (e.g., offices, bathrooms,
and common areas) used by the ill persons, focusing especially on frequently touched
surfaces.

b. At a facility that does house people overnight: It is recommended to close off
areas used by the ill persons and wait at least two (2) hours before beginning cleaning
and disinfection to minimize potential for exposure to respiratory droplets. Open outside

doors and windows to increase air circulation in the area. If possible, isolate the
environment and wait up to 24 hours before beginning cleaning and disinfection.

8. How to Clean and Disinfect
a. Surfaces:

(1) If surfaces are dirty, they should be cleaned using a detergent or soap and
water prior to disinfection.

(2) For disinfection, diluted household bleach solutions, alcohol solutions with at
least 70% alcohol, and most common EPA-registered household disinfectants should
be effective.

(3) Diluted household bleach solutions can be used if appropriate for the surface.
Follow manufacturer’s instructions for application and proper ventilation. Check to
ensure the product is not past its expiration date. Never mix household bleach with
ammonia or any other cleanser. Unexpired household bleach will be effective against
coronaviruses when properly diluted.

(4) Prepare a bleach solution by mixing:
(a) Five (5) tablespoons (1/3rd cup) bleach per gallon of water
(b) Four (4) teaspoons bleach per quart of water

(c) Products with EPA-approved emerging viral pathogens are expected to be
effective against COVID-19 based on data for harder to kill viruses. Follow the
manufacturer’s instructions for all cleaning and disinfection products (e.g.,
concentration, application method and contact time, etc.).

(d) For soft (porous) surfaces such as carpeted floor, rugs, and drapes, remove
visible contamination if present and clean with appropriate cleaners indicated for use on
these surfaces. After cleaning: If the items can be laundered, launder items in
accordance with the manufacturer’s instructions using the warmest appropriate water
setting for the items and then dry items completely. Otherwise, use products with the
EPA-approved emerging viral pathogens.

b. Linens, clothing, and other items that go in the laundry:

(1) Do not shake dirty laundry; this minimize the possibility of dispersing virus
through the air.
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(2) Wash items as appropriate in accordance with the manufacturer’s instructions.
If possible, launder items using the warmest appropriate water setting for the items and
dry items completely. Dirty laundry that has been in contact with an ill person can be
washed with other people’s items.

(3) Clean and disinfect hampers or other carts for transporting laundry according to
guidance above for hard or soft surfaces.

9. Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) and hand hygiene when cleaning:

a. Cleaning staff should wear disposable gloves and gowns for all tasks in the
cleaning process, including handling trash.

(1) Gloves and gowns should be compatible with the disinfectant products being
used.

(2) Additional PPE might be required based on the cleaning/disinfectant products
being used and whether there is a risk of splash. Seek guidance from the Installation
Safety Office if you believe employees are at a higher risk for liquid or liquid aerosol
exposure.

(3) Gloves and gowns should be removed carefully to avoid contamination of the
wearer and the surrounding area. Be sure to clean hands after removing gloves.

(4) Staff cleaning more than 1 facility shall replace PPE in between cleaning
separate facilities.

b. PPE shall be removed and discarded after cleaning a room or area occupied by ill
persons. Cleaning of rooms occupied by ill persons shall be IAW guidance found above
in section 7.

c. Cleaning staff should immediately report breaches in PPE, or any potential
exposures to their supervisor.

d. Cleaning staff and other should clean hands often, including immediately after
removing gloves and after contact with an ill person, by washing hands with soap and
water for 20 seconds. If soap and water are not available and hands are not visibly dirty,
an alcohol-based hand sanitizer that contains 60%-95% alcohol may be used. However,
if hands are visibly dirty, always wash hands with soap and water.
