Vice Chief of Staff of the 
Army, General James J. Min-
gus touched down on U.S. 
Army Kwajalein Atoll (USA-
KA) in the Republic of the 
Marshall Islands to meet with 
local leadership and tour the 
facilities.

Gen. Mingus, accompanied 
by Brigadier General Thom-
as Burke, Chief of Staff U.S. 
Army Pacific, were greeted by 
Col. Matthew Cannon, Com-
mander of USAKA and U.S. 
Army Garrison – Kwajalein 
Atoll, along with USAGKA 
CSM, Command Sergeant 
Major Stanley Jackson, Mr. 
Don Bradshaw, Acting US-
AG-KA Deputy to the Com-
mander, and other USAKA 

area directors. Upon receiv-
ing the USAKA Command 
brief, Gen. Mingus and staff 
were given a tour to receive 
an up close and personal look 
at the challenges that U.S. 
Army Kwajalein Atoll deal 
with on a day-to-day basis 
while providing critical range 
and test capabilities vital for 
maintaining a credible stra-
tegic deterrent. Following 
the drydock and marina area 
everyone shifted to the Rea-
gan Test Sight (RTS) HQs for 
a mission focused brief from 
RTS leadership.

CELEBRATING CULTURE: THE STORY OF THE MARSHALLESE 
CULTURAL CENTER AND THE LINDBORG LEGACY

For 27 years, Cris and Dr. 
Eric Lindborg called Kwaja-
lein home. From 1981 to 2008, 
the couple not only raised a 
family on this remote atoll 
but also created one of its 
most enduring cultural lega-
cies: the Marshallese Cultural 
Center. Their journey began 
with a simple plan—stay for 
one year. But as with many 
island stories, life unfolded 
differently.

The Lindborg’s path to the 
Marshall Islands was any-
thing but conventional. Eric, 
a doctor from Indiana, and 
his Argentine-born wife, Cris, 
had already embraced adven-
ture. After completing his 
studies, Eric and Cris moved 

to the Panama Canal Zone 
to experience Latin culture. 
When they later relocated 
to the Pacific Northwest, 
the stark contrast in climate 
prompted them to seek out 
warmer horizons.

“In 1981, I saw an opportu-
nity for a doctor in the Mar-
shall Islands,” Eric recalls. He 
sent a letter—because that’s 
what you did back then—and 
got the job. They thought, 
‘Let’s try it for a year.’

One year turned into two, 
during which time the cou-
ple’s daughter started school, 
and their son was born 
on Kwajalein. When their 
daughter expressed a desire 
to graduate on island, the 
Lindborgs made a life-chang-
ing decision, to stay. Eric be-
came Chief Medical Officer,

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their children grew up, grad-
uated, and went to college, 
and eventually, when they 
became empty nesters, the 
couple moved to Hawaii to be 
closer to their children.  

The idea for the Marshallese 
Cultural Center (MCC) came 
“in a roundabout way,” Cris 
explains. The building itself 
was the result of a U.S. Army 
grant for a cultural facility, 
but the question remained: 
what to do with the space?

Initially, the Yokwe Yuk 
Women’s Club (YYWC) was 
approached but couldn’t take 
on the project. So Cris, with 
the support of several YYWC 
members, stepped in. They 
started by visiting Majuro to 
collect artifacts. The vision 
was simple: promote Mar-
shallese culture.  At the time, 
there wasn’t enough cultural 
history displayed—not even 
for the local Marshallese 
themselves.  Eric believes the 
greatest challenge was creat-
ing displays that were both 
visually engaging and his-
torically accurate—a task in 
which Cris took the lead.

What followed was a labor 
of love. Cris drew inspiration 

from her own curiosity, creat-
ing exhibits such as the histo-
ry of Ebeye. She enlisted help 
from both Marshallese lead-
ers and U.S. Army command. 
Notably, Iroij and Senator 
Michael Kabua was an early 
and enthusiastic supporter. 

His donation of rare artifacts 
opened the door to further 
contributions and loans from 
the Marshallese community.

The MCC became more 
than a museum; it became a 
bridge—strengthening rela-
tionships between the U.S. 

military and the Marshallese, 
and deepening cultural un-
derstanding.

One of the center’s most 
significant projects was the 
DeBrum Collection, which 
involved digitizing over 2,400 
glass plate negatives taken by 
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Joaquim DeBrum between 
1890 and 1930. These photo-
graphs provide a rare glimpse 
into the Marshall Islands 
during a time of cultural 
transformation.

The MCC also became the 
birthplace of Kwajalein’s 
first Manit Day celebration, 
a vibrant festival featuring 
traditional cooking, hand-

icraft demonstrations, and 
cultural performances. It had 
everything—from pandanus 
fiber making to fire-starting 
with sticks.  The event even 
brought in over 300 dancers. 
It was a logistical challenge, 
but the result was magical—a 
true celebration of Mar-
shallese heritage.

What stayed with Cris and 

Eric long after they left Kwa-
jalein? “Patience,” Cris says 
simply. “To live in the now. In 
Western culture, we’re always 
rushing to do, do, do”. The 
Marshallese taught her to 
slow down and to value fami-
ly and community.

The Marshallese Cultural 
Center is more than a build-
ing; it is a symbol of part-

nership and respect. Its cre-
ation, funded by a grant yet 
driven by grassroots passion, 
strengthened diplomatic 
ties and has honored a cul-
ture that thrives despite the 
challenges of modernity and 
isolation.  For Cris, the expe-
rience was transformative,  “It 
was a beautiful experience, 
honestly.

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Drinking Water Standard
The US Army Kwajalein Atoll (USAKA) Environmental Standards (UES) requires public notification when 
the Kwajalein and Roi-Namur Water Treatment Plants (WTPs) turbidity monitoring and testing procedures 
are not met. Turbidity from each filtration unit at the WTPs are monitored by inline continuous monitor-
ing equipment capable of recording data at least every 15 minutes. The Kwajalein and Roi-Namur inline 
continuous monitoring systems have been inoperative for several months. Water operators are collecting 
manual grab samples for turbidity analysis every 4 hours. Repair or replacement projects for the contin-
uous monitors are being evaluated. Turbidity is the cloudiness or haziness of a liquid caused by particles 
that are generally invisible to the naked eye and by itself does not cause microbiological contamination. 
Drinking water from several distribution sites are analyzed weekly by the Kwajalein Hospital Laboratory 
for microbiological contaminants. There is no threat to public health or the environment resulting from the 
inoperative inline monitoring equipment. No health-based restrictions are necessary for the normal use 
of drinking water.

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UV Safety Awareness Month — Protect Your Vision This July!

July is UV Safety Awareness Month, and with Kwajalein’s strong sunbeams at their peak, safeguarding your 
eyes against UV exposure is more important than ever. Our trusted eye doctor, Dr. Will Black, answers KEY 
questions to help you keep your vision healthy year round.

1. How does UV exposure affect long-term eye health, and what conditions can it cause or worsen?

Long-term UV exposure accelerates aging and damage to critical eye structures. Over time, it can lead to:

•	 Cataracts (clouding of the lens)
•	 Macular degeneration (progressive loss of central vision)
•	 Pterygium (a growth on the cornea, “surfer’s eye”)
•	 Photokeratitis (corneal “sunburn,” causing pain, redness, and swelling)
•	 Potentially Cancers of the eyelid and surrounding skin. 
Even brief, intense UV exposure—like glare off reflected water—can cause acute damage, which con-
tributes to cumulative harms.

2. What are the most effective ways to protect our eyes from UV damage, especially in sunny or 
tropical environments?

To minimize UV exposure:
•	 Wear sunglasses rated “100% UV” or UV 400, blocking UVA & UVB up to 400 nm. 
•	 Choose wraparound or large-frame styles to protect against side UV rays and protect sur-
rounding skin. 
•	 Add a wide-brimmed hat—this can cut UV around your eyes by ~50% 
•	 Avoid peak sun hours (10 a.m.–4 p.m.) and monitor UV index levels above 4!
•	 Evaluate your sunglasses if they are older, scratched, or if you are unsure of their UV protection 
and proper fit.
Bonus: Consider polarized lenses for glare-heavy activities! Remember, they also must also be 100% 
UV protective in addition to the polarization.

3. Are all sunglasses equally protective, or should we look for specific features or certifications 
when choosing UV-blocking eyewear?

Not all sunglasses offer the same level of protection. When choosing:

•	 Look for labels stating “100% UV protection” or “UV 400.” 
•	 Lens tint darkness does not equal UV safety—always check the UV rating. 
•	 Inspect optical quality: no distortions—check tile lines through your lenses. 
•	 Polycarbonate lenses offer impact resistance ideal for active wear.

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WEEKLY TROPICAL WEATHER THREAT OUTLOOK
Discussion:
At 30 days into July, we re-

corded 11.30 inches of rain, 
which is 1.77 inches above 
normal for the month. So far 
in 2025, we have only received 
31.38 inches of precipitation, 
which is 9.70 inches below 
normal for the year. Kwaja-
lein Atoll is now in a mod-
erate drought, which is an 
improvement over the severe 
drought conditions that it had 
been experiencing. July sees 
daily showers for at least part 
of the atoll. Shower coverage 
looks to be elevated through 
the first half of the weekend, 
but beyond that, coverage 
looks to decrease consider-
ably heading into next week. 
Over the next few days with 
the passage of the troughs 
that bring us the heavier 
showers, there will be an el-
evated thunderstorm risk, as 
the troughing means a more 
favorable environment for 
lighting. There were no thun-
derstorm days over the last 
seven days. A thunderstorm 
day is defined as an “in situ” 
lightning strike within five 
miles of the weather station 
or thunder heard. The Mad-
den/Julian Oscillation (MJO) 
will be trending toward its 
negative phase for the West-

ern Pacific next week, which 
will favor decreased precip-
itation for the Atoll. The In-
tertropical Convergence Zone 
(ITCZ) is currently well-or-
ganized, but it will become 
more fragmented across the 
western Pacific by the end of 
the weekend and next week. 
This will result in drier con-
ditions for that time period, 
although there will still be 
periodic shower chances gen-
erated by areas of localized 
trade wind convergence. The 
El Nino Southern Oscillation 
(ENSO) is in ENSO-neutral 
conditions. With the end of 
La Nina, the transition to EN-
SO-neutral favors increased 
shower coverage, entering 
the rainy season. Sea surface 
temperatures (SST) in the 
central Pacific between the 
RMI and the Date Line are 
now at about normal. Be-
sides increased rainfall, these 
warming near normal SSTs 
tend to favor tropical cyclone 
development, but the RMI is 
still outside its climatological 
peak tropical cyclone season.

 Tropical Cyclones: 
Hurricane Iona currently 

resides south and a little bit 
west of Hawaii and has a low 
chance of passing near Wake 
as a Tropical Storm around 
the Tuesday-Wednesday 

timeframe. Otherwise, no 
significant tropical cyclone 
activity expected to affect 
anywhere in Micronesia or 
the Mariana Islands. We are 
now in the tropical cyclone 
season for the western Pa-
cific, though not quite at its 
peak.

 Damaging West Winds / 
Westerly Swell: 

Very low risk. Most of Mi-
cronesia is northeast trade 
wind dominant. There may 
be some brief periods of light 
westerlies triggered by out-
flow from shower activity, but 
the intensity and duration of 
these should not be strong 
enough to be hazardous.

Swell / Tide Inundation 
for Kwajalein Atoll and 
Wake Island: 

We are currently experi-
encing low (neap) tides, as we 
are near a half-moon. Tides 
will increase throughout the 
next week as we head toward 
the full moon, but they will 
remain under five feet. Winds 
will be near-normal for July, 
averaging around 10-12 knots, 
although there may be peri-
ods of near-calm conditions 
with light and variable winds 
as we are now getting into 
doldrum season. There will 
be gusty winds possible near 

any heavy showers that occur, 
particularly if those showers 
occur off to our immediate 
east. A Small Craft Advisory 
(SCA) may be issued for short 
periods of time on the open 
lagoon and ocean during 
instances of gusty outflow. 
High Surf Advisory (HSA) 
conditions are not expected 
for the next seven days. 

Purpose:  This weekly 
briefing is delivered Thurs-
day mornings to island lead-
ership. The intention of this 
briefing is to provide situa-
tional awareness of weather 
events that may interrupt 
operations and transporta-
tion around Kwajalein, to/
from Hawaii and Guam, and 
in the Wake vicinity. The 
main threat assessed in this 
brief is existing and potential 
development of tropical cy-
clone activity. This brief also 
provides an outlook of ab-
normal winds, sea state, and 
precipitation guidance for 
next 7 days around the Kwa-
jalein Atoll. The distribution 
list will also receive updates 
on any developing tropical 
cyclone activity in the Kwa-
jalein region that occur be-
tween the weekly outlook 
product.

WEATHER DIS-

CUSSION
Expect a brief break 

in the wet weather pat-
tern as the workweek 
wraps up. On Saturday, 
easterly trade winds of 
10–15 knots may re-
turn as the weakening 
Intertropical Conver-
gence Zone (ITCZ) 
shifts eastward, allow-
ing for a short period 
of drier conditions. 
Looking ahead to the 
weekend, the ITCZ 
may re-strengthen and 
drift closer to the cen-
tral Marshall Islands. 
This shift could bring 
increased chances for 
thunderstorms and 
periods of heavy rain-
fall. As we head into 
the start of next week, 
wet weather is expect-
ed to return. Light 
trade winds and a 
weakening subtropical 
ridge to the north may 

allow the ITCZ to settle 
over the region—rais-
ing the potential for 
showers and thunder-
storms across the atoll.

SATURDAY
Partly sunny with 

stray showers.  NE-
SE at 13-18 knots with 
higher gusts near 
showers.

SUNDAY
Partly sunny to 

mostly cloudy with 
isolated to widely scat-
tered showers and a 
chance of stray thun-
derstorms.  NE-SE at 
11-16 knots with higher 
gusts near showers.

MONDAY
Partly sunny to 

mostly cloudy with 

isolated to widely scat-
tered showers and a 
chance of stray thun-
derstorms.  NE-E at 
10-15 knots with higher 
gusts near showers.

NEXT WEEK
Partly sunny to 

mostly cloudy with 
isolated showers and a 
chance of stray thun-
derstorms to begin 
the workweek, with 
winds from the E-SE at 
5-10 knots with higher 
gusts near showers.
