3.  TO ACCESS Introduction to Ammunition (Ammo-45 DL) & Military Munitions Rule (Ammo 68): Log on to ATRRS; (https://www.atrrs.army.mil/selfdevctr/). Search for Ammo-45-9E-F67/920-F35DL or Ammo 68-4E-F46/645-F30DL in the upper left-hand corner. Select “REGISTER” and then “I AGREE”. Login with your AKO Username & Password or CAC. Make sure the information is correct and hit “SUBMIT APPLICATION”. You will receive an email within 5 minutes indicating whether or not you have been registered

B. Mandatory - 4E-F46/645-F30DL: Military Munitions Rule (Ammo-68 DL). 
C. Recommended - 4E-F45/645-F29DL: Class V Issue & Turn in Process for using unit. 
     D.  Recommended - 9E-F69-920-F37DL: Transportation of HAZMAT. 
     E.  Recommended - Read and understand JBLM Regulation 700-20, Ammunition Logistics. 
4.  Do not submit a HJB 888 through the ITB for this class. 
5.  Seats for the AHCC will be reserved by submitting a memo to the IAMO Office listing class date, rank, last name, first name and unit. Introduction to Ammunition (Ammo 45 DL) & Military Munitions Rule (Ammo 68 DL) certificates must be attached to memo. The memo is to be signed by the Company Commander or list Commander or the First Sergeant as POC.
