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WASHINGTON—The 
Defense POW/MIA 
Accounting Agency 
announced this week that 
Army Cpl. Donald L. 
Menken, 21, killed during 
the Korean War, was 
accounted for Feb. 2.

In June 1953, Menken 
was a member of 
Company K, 3rd Battalion, 
15th Infantry Regiment, 
3rd Infantry Division. He 
was reported missing in 
action after being wound-
ed by artillery shell frag-
ments on June 10 while 
his unit was guarding 
Outpost Harry, a position 
on the main road to Seoul 
in what is now the 
Demilitarized Zone. He 
was never found, nor 
were any remains recov-

ered that could be identi-
fied as Menken. He was 
declared killed in action 
on June 11, 1954, and 
non-recoverable in 
January 1956.

While most think of field training when they con-
sider the readiness of our Soldiers, the Mower Soldier 
Readiness Center on Fort Stewart focuses on an 
aspect of readiness many outsiders do not think 
about—the health and administrative readiness of 
our Dogface Soldiers.

The SRC is a one stop shop for Soldiers who are 
in-processing onto the installation and also for those 
who are preparing for training or deployment and 
redeployment. From health screenings to human 
resources, the SRC is designed to take care of every-
thing a service member may need, all under one roof.

“The Soldier Readiness Center was designed to be 
a place for Soldiers to come through and get medi-
cally and administratively ready for training exercis-
es, deployments and anything else that is required 
of them in the Army,” said Sgt. 1st Class Timothy 
O’Keefe, Winn Army Community Hospital depart-
ment of Soldier health and Soldier Readiness Center 
non-commissioned officer in charge. “They come 
through here to process onto the installation and to 
have their pre and post-deployment health assess-
ments taken. The units also run finance and other 
administrative operations to ensure that everything 
is taken care of.”

This week, Soldiers from 1st Armored Brigade 
Combat Team are visiting the SRP.

 “Today we are trying to push our Soldiers through 
for medical readiness. They’ll come through the SRP 
to complete their vitals, go through immunizations 
and dental so they will be prepared to train and be 
ready to deploy at any time,” said Staff Sgt. Marco 
Jones, 1st Battalion, 64th Armor Regiment, 1st ABCT, 
3rd Infantry Division. “They will also be notified today 
if they have failed anything so they can revisit those 
areas in order for their medical readiness to be at 
100%”

Eliminating the back and forth between facilities 
is an added layer of convenience that helps the facil-
ity stay so effective. Aside from healthcare, the facil-
ity also offers religious services, finance, legal, and 
ID Cards, to name a few.

“We try to be a one stop shop as much as possible 
for our Soldiers,” said Capt. Gabrielle Campau, the 
officer in charge for the Soldier Readiness Center. 
“We coordinate with dental, hearing and have med-
ical providers come over to meet with the Soldiers to 
ensure they are squared away. The facility even other 
administrative resources to ensure our Dogface 
Soldiers don’t have to go far to achieve the level of 
readiness needed in order to be prepared to train for 
and fight our Nations wars.”

WASHINGTON — The United 
States will move approximately 
3,000 service members to Romania, 
Poland and Germany in response to 
Russia's continuing build-up of forc-
es on its western border with 
Ukraine and in Belarus, Pentagon 
Press Secretary John F. Kirby said 
during a news conference.

The move demonstrates America's 
commitment to the defense of NATO 
allies, Kirby said. Russian President 
Vladimir Putin has deployed a full 
range of military capabilities on its 
western border. While U.S. officials 
still believe Putin has not made up 
his mind to invade Ukraine again, 
he certainly has the capabilities 
needed to do so, the press secretary 
said.

"The current situation demands 
that we reinforce the deterrent and 
defensive posture on NATO's east-
ern flank," Kirby said. "President Joe 
Biden has been clear that the United 
States will respond to the growing 
threat to Europe's security and sta-
bility. Our commitment to NATO 
Article Five and collective defense 
remains ironclad."

Kirby stressed these deployments 
are prudent and temporary and 
done in consultation with European 
allies. He stressed that the forces are 
not going to fight in Ukraine. 
"They're going to ensure the robust 
defense of our NATO allies," he said.

He said these deployments are in 
addition to the prepare-to-deploy 
orders Secretary of Defense Lloyd J. 
Austin III gave to 8,500 service mem-
bers last month. Those troops are 
not involved in this movement.

Kirby said a 1,000-member Army 
Stryker squadron will deploy to 
Romania from Germany. They will 
join roughly 900 U.S. service mem-
bers already in that country. "This 
force is designed to deter aggression 

and enhance our defensive capabil-
ities in frontline allied states," he 
said. The troops will begin moving 
out in a couple of days. The deploy-
ment is at the express invitation of 
the Romanian government.

The United States is also sending 
about 2,000 troops from Fort Bragg, 
North Carolina to Europe in the next 
few days, Kirby said. "The 82nd 
Airborne Division is deploying com-
ponents of an infantry brigade com-
bat team and key enablers to Poland, 
and the 18th Airborne Corps is mov-
ing a joint-task-force-capable head-
quarters to Germany," he said. 
"Collectively, this force is trained 
and equipped for a variety of mis-
sions to deter aggression and to 
reassure and to defend our allies. 
Not surprisingly, we work very close-
ly with our Polish and German allies 
to set the stage for these movements, 
and we absolutely appreciate their 
support."

The situation in the region is fluid 
and the United States will continue 
to review force posture, "and we will 
make adjustments as the situation 
warrants," Kirby said.

The United States is not the only 
nation beefing up troop presence in 
the front-line states. Kirby noted 
French President Emmanuel 
Macron also announced sending 
units to Romania and that Spain, 
Denmark, the United Kingdom and 
the Netherlands are also consulting 
with allies to deploy forces to rein-
force NATO's eastern flank.

The United States already has 
"robust capabilities" in Europe 
with about 80,000 troops. The U.S. 
forces join hundreds of thousands 
of European service members to 
defend the continent. "We stand 
united," Kirby said. "These move-
ments are unmistakable signals to 
the world that we stand ready to 
reassure our NATO allies to deter 
and defend against any aggres-
sion."

ATLANTA—The Amphibian Foundation has success-
fully bred one of the world’s most imperiled species, the 
frosted flatwoods salamander, in captivity for the first 
time. The Atlanta-based nonprofits success marks the 
first phase of a conservation strategy aimed at saving a 
unique species at imminent risk of extinction. 

Staff at the Amphibian Foundation have been working 
for nearly a decade on a captive breeding protocol to 
protect frosted flatwoods salamanders (Ambystoma 
Cingulatum). The species has declined by an estimated 
90% since 2000 and is now known from only three pop-
ulations, one in Georgia and two in Florida. The sala-
mander was listed under the Endangered Species Act as 
threatened in 1999. The ultimate goal is to produce off-
spring that can be released into managed habitat and 
thrive in the wild.

The frosted flatwoods salamander is difficult to breed 
in the laboratory because of its secretive nature and the 
limited information about its lifestyle. Amphibian 
Foundation executive director and co-founder Mark 
Mandica said that other organizations can replicate the 
foundation’s successful captive breeding protocol, speed-
ing up the recovery process.

“This conservation accomplishment is a thrilling 
moment of scientific achievement for our team, partners, 
and these special salamanders,” Mandica said.

Mandica began discussing the urgent need for a frost-
ed flatwoods salamander propagation, or breeding, 
program with the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service in 2012. 
Two years later, the federal agency asked him to lead a 
captive assurance program for the species. Captive assur-
ance refers to a drastic measure in which a species at 
high risk of extinction needs safeguarding in captivity 
until other conservation and restoration measures can 
guarantee the species' persistence in the wild.

The Amphibian Foundation established the first 

potential frosted flatwoods salamander breeding groups 
in 2017. It takes years to rear eggs into reproductively 
active adults. By December, the groups had produced 
24 eggs in the lab. Since then, Mandica has counted 
almost 70 eggs, many of which are healthy.

Harold Mitchell, a U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service ecol-
ogist and the agency’s lead for frosted flatwoods sala-
mander recovery, called the latest news “an incredible 
achievement by the dedicated staff at the Amphibian 
Foundation.”

“It is on the same conservation level with the captive 
achievements of the black-footed ferret and the California 
condor, which were on the verge of extinction and are 
now on the road to recovery,” Mitchell said.

Frosted flatwoods salamanders have disappeared 
primarily because of loss of the southeastern longleaf 
pine ecosystem, which has shrunk to 3% of its original 
range. The species was originally found in South Carolina, 
Georgia, and Florida. Today, it is down to two populations 
in Florida and another in a single Georgia wetland. The 
salamanders have not been detected in South Carolina 
in more than 12 years.

In addition to habitat loss, the salamander’s popula-
tion declines have been exacerbated by irregular weath-
er patterns. The species breeds on the edge of dry tem-
porary pools in longleaf pine savannas. The eggs hatch 
when seasonal rains fill the small pools. When the pools 
are not filled, the eggs fail to hatch and that year's off-
spring are lost. This is happening more often, which is 
shortening the species’ breeding season.

The work done at the Amphibian Foundation is a 
significant step toward being able to repopulate restored 
habitats throughout the salamander’s range, according 
to Daniel Sollenberger, a senior wildlife biologist with 
the Georgia Department of Natural Resources. “We are 
glad to have been able to support the project by provid-
ing natural vegetation for breeding enclosures, and we’re 
eager to see the momentous successes that follow,” 
Sollenberger said.

The Amphibian Foundation worked closely with many 
partners to establish the captive propagation colonies. 
In addition to the Georgia Department of Natural 
Resources and U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, those part-
ners included the U.S. Geological Survey, Florida Fish 
and Wildlife Conservation Commission, the U.S. Army’s 
Fort Stewart, the University of Georgia’s Savannah River 
Ecology Laboratory, the Orianne Society, and others.

The Amphibian Foundation currently has two frosted 
flatwoods salamander groups that are producing eggs. 
One group was rescued from desiccation by Florida Fish 
and Wildlife, brought to the foundation, and raised in 
the lab from eggs. The other group was collaboratively 
rescued as larvae from the species’ last remaining wet-
land in Georgia. The pond was drying up too fast for the 
larvae to complete metamorphosis.

“The successful propagation is a great accomplish-
ment by the Amphibian Foundation and we are very 
excited to hear this impacful news,” said Bradley 
O’Hanlon, reptile and amphibian conservation coordi-
nator at Florida Fish and Wildlife. “We look forward to 
continued partnership and collaboration to further the 
species’ recovery in the wild.”

The captive propagation colony is in the Foundation’s 
conservation laboratory, which is supported by the 
Amphibian and Reptile Conservancy, the Turner 
Foundation, and the Andrew Sabin Family Foundation.

Mandica credited the achievement to passionate and 
supportive partnerships, focus, and perseverance.

“We at the Amphibian Foundation appreciate and 
value everyone’s contributions and are excited to collab-
orate with additional partners as we move forward in 
helping the extraordinary frosted flatwoods salamander 
thrive in the wild.”

The Amphibian Foundation collaborates with partners 
in the fight against amphibian extinction. The organi-
zation founded by Mandica and his wife Crystal has a 
strong focus on leading one-of-a-kind conservation 
research programs to address amphibian threats.

Dealing with the loss of a loved one can be dif-
ficult, especially if you feel you are alone and over-
whelmed by grief.  Dealing with the stress can 
pose a significant strain on your health and rela-
tionships.  

But you are not alone. Winn Army Community 
has a caring support staff, programs and services 
that can assist. Winn ACH offers bereavement, 
pastoral and behavioral health services for you 
and your Family.  

One of those options is the Miscarriage and 
Perinatal Loss Support Group.  The group meets 
10 – 11:30 a.m. on the first Tuesday of each month 
at the Winn Chapel on Fort Stewart. 

Chaplain Michael Kim, Chief of Religious 
Services at Winn said the purpose of this group is 
to promote healing, provide grief support and 
tools for recovery. 

“We come together and support each other,” 
Kim said.  “When they're ready to talk about it. 
They have that option.” 

For individuals who are in crisis and may require 
a more inclusive one-on-one experience, the Winn 
Behavioral Health team provides walk-in appoint-
ments where our team is ready and waiting to 

provide the necessary care.
 Major Peter Dell, Chief of the Department of 

Behavioral Health at Winn said it helps to have 
someone to talk to. Especially with the loss of a 
child. He said friends can also help.  He said lis-
tening was a key component to showing you care 
and are empathetic. 

Dell said it was important to let the person know 
— their loss matters.   

“When we lose a child — the death cycle is on 
the wrong end,” Dell said. “This is very painful 
and hard for people to sort out and understand.”

He said people often exacerbate the issue with 
pointed questions they ask themselves like ‘How 
could this happen? Why did this happen? And, 
Did I do something wrong?

He said their grief can manifest in many ways and 
not everyone can face it the same way.  This is one of 
the reasons Winn offers a safe environment for indi-
viduals to come together and reflect on their loss. 

 “No one has to be alone,” Dell said. “At the end 
of the day, there are multiple avenues of help.” 

If you are someone you know is suffering please 
reach out. Other resources include the Winn 
Pastoral Care services at 435 – 6183, Behavioral 
Health services at 435 -7321, Patient Advocacy at 
435-6225 and the 24/7 Tricare Nurse Advice line 
at 1-800-TRICARE, option 1.

Twentieth Century philosopher and 
Peanuts cartoon character, Charlie Brown, 
once said, “In a world where you can be 
anything, be kind.” For the last twenty 
years or so I’ve been taking a very informal 
survey asking the question, “What one 
thing do you want most?” The top two 
responses I hear are, “I want to be happy,” 
and “I want to live a long and healthy life.” 
I think Charlie Brown’s advice could help 
get us what we want most in life.

Ancient wisdom (Proverbs 16:24) tells 
us that, “Kind words are like honey – sweet 
to the soul and healthy for the body.” 
Recent studies reinforce this truth; that 
living a lifestyle of kindness can lead to a 
happier and healthier life. An Australian 
study that followed 1500 people for ten 
years found that a common denominator 
in people that live long and healthy lives 
is that they have meaningful friendships. 
A lifestyle of kindness leads to deeper and 
lasting relationships. 

I’ll admit that kindness takes some 
effort. It’s like physical training. Sometimes 
it’s just easier not to. But, those of us who 
regularly exercise - whether we want to 
or not - know the benefits that result. In 
the same way, small, consistent acts of 
kindness in our speech, deeds, facial 
expressions, and social media interac-
tions can build habits that shape the kind 
of person you become and it can make 
your life happier and healthier. 

Kindness can improve your relation-
ships. There is a principle taught in the 
Bible that can be expressed as, you reap 
what you sow. It’s a simple idea that sug-
gests if you plant green beans in your 
garden you’ll harvest green beans, if you 
plant rose bushes, you’ll harvest roses. 
That principle applies to our relationships 
as well. If you plant kindness in your rela-
tionships you’ll more likely receive it in 
return. Think back to your last relation-
ship that came to a painful end and ask 
yourself, “If I had practiced kindness, 
would it have made a difference?” 

Kindness can also be contagious. The 
New England Journal of Medicine cited 
a kidney transplant donor phenomenon 
in which one family who’s loved one 

received a kidney donated by a 
stranger passed on the kindness to 
others. Out of gratitude for the kind 
stranger that gave a kidney, two fam-
ily members also donated kidneys. 
When the families of the transplant 
recipients heard about this several 
more donated kidneys. In one year, 
eight people received life-saving kid-
ney transplants that began with one 
person’s act of kindness. If you have 
children and would like for them to 
learn kindness, model it for them and 
with them. Remember, kindness is 
contagious. 

Kindness can change our culture; 
your workplace, organization, Family 
and church can be changed for the 
better through kindness. Just as a 
stone creates waves when dropped 
into a pond, kindness creates a ripple 
effect that can spread through a fam-
ily church, or any organization. When 
a leader or parent practices kindness 
it builds trust. If you want your chil-
dren or subordinates to be complete-
ly honest with you, teach them that 
you won’t respond with anger or 
judgment when they bring you bad 
news. Teach them to expect kindness 
from you and it will impact your 
Family or organization for the good. 
My parents live in a small town in 
Ohio where if you want a coffee on 
your way to work in the morning 
you’ll probably drive through at a 
local chain restaurant to get it. One 
morning several years ago a person 
paying for their morning coffee at the 
drive-through also paid for the car 
that was behind them in line. What 
began as a single act of kindness is 
now a tradition. It’s difficult to pay 
for your own coffee at that chain 
restaurant in Bellefontaine, Ohio. But 
you can pay for the person in line 
behind you if you’d like to show some 
morning kindness. 

A wise person once said, “If you 
have to choose between being kind 
and being right, choose kindness and 
you’ll always be right.”

WASHINGTON — Soldiers can now 
wear a nameplate on their Army 
Green Service Uniforms.

The Army approved the AGSU for 
everyday wear in late 2018, but ini-
tially nameplates were not authorized 
for wear with the uniform.

The new nameplate is dark brown 
with taupe lettering, a matte finish 
and beveled edge. The nameplates 
will be available for purchase at var-
ious authorized merchants.

Although this is a small update to 
the AGSU, it will have an impactful 
meaning to Soldiers and leaders 
because the new nameplates will 
allow accent marks and hyphens, so 
unique names can be pronounced 
properly.

“The Army authorized diacritics 
and hyphens on nameplates as a way 

for Soldiers to identify themselves,” 
Sgt. Major Ashleigh Sykes, Sergeant 
Major of Uniform Policy at the Office 
of U.S. Army Personnel (G-1). “We 
should honor Soldiers’ identity on all 
Army uniforms, which is why we are 
excited to release the new nameplate.”

The current black-and-white name-
plates that are worn with the Army 
Service Uniform are not authorized 
to be worn with the AGSU.

The AGSU nameplate is currently 
optional, but will be required to be 
worn with the AGSU coat, the long- 
and short-sleeve shirts, the 
Eisenhower jacket and the Heritage 
564 pullover sweater by Oct. 1, 2023. 
Additionally, the nameplate will be 
mandatory for issue at unit Central 
Issue Facilities.

Soldiers still have until Oct. 1, 2027, 
to acquire the ASGU uniform and 
replace the ASU as their service uni-
form.

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Army releases its first climate strategy

WASHINGTON— The U.S. Army 
announces the release of its first Climate 
Strategy that guides decision making in 
response to threats from climate that affect 
installation and unit sustainability, read-
iness, and resilience. The strategy directs 
how the Army will maintain its strategic 
advantage through deliberate efforts to 
reduce future climate impacts and risks 
to readiness and national security.

Experts have shown that climate change 
increases worldwide drought and insecu-
rity, which places demands on fragile 
states and contributes to food scarcity, 
migration, and security concerns, and 
threatens U.S. national security interests 
and defense objectives. As a guide for 
future decisions, this strategy is the next 
step in the Army’s decades-long effort to 
combat climate change in support of 
national security interests.

“The time to address climate change is 
now. The effects of climate change have 
taken a toll on supply chains, damaged 
our infrastructure, and increased risks to 
Army Soldiers and families due to natural 
disasters and extreme weather,” said 
Secretary of the Army, Christine Wormuth. 
“The Army must adapt across our entire 
enterprise and purposefully pursue green-
house gas mitigation strategies to reduce 

climate risks. If we do not take action now, 
across our installations, acquisition and 
logistics, and training, our options to mit-
igate these risks will become more con-
strained with each passing year.”

The Army developed its Climate 
Strategy as a road map of actions that will 
enhance unit and installation readiness 
and resilience in the face of climate-relat-
ed threats. Changing climate conditions 
require the Army to meet new operation-
al challenges, expand disaster response 
missions, and address risks to our people 
and lands.

These Army-wide efforts include 
enhancing resilience and sustainability 
on our installations, reducing sustainment 
demand, and preparing a climate-ready 
force with the appropriate knowledge, 
skills, concepts, and plans necessary to 
operate in a climate-altered world.

The Army will remain the dominant 
land fighting force by adapting to changing 
global conditions including climate 
change. This strategy will position our 
installations and supply chains to better 
withstand extreme weather, improve our 
training relevancy to a changing world, 
and our Soldiers will fulfill their missions 
under the harshest conditions.
