The 603rd Aviation Support Battalion, 3rd Combat 
Aviation Brigade, 3rd Infantry Division, continues their 
observance of Sexual Assault Awareness and Prevention 
Month with a 5K run at Hunter Army Airfield, April 20.

SAAPM is observed every April by both the 
Department of Defense and civilian agencies by focus-
ing on eliminating sexual assault and harassment from 
the ranks.

“It was an opportunity for us to build esprit de corps 
and identify that sexual assault is an issue,” said Staff 
Sgt. Taylor Pruss, victim advocate for the 603rd ASB, 

3rd CAB. “By a show of hands, the formation let us know 
they have people in their lives that were affected by 
sexual harassment and sexual assault. To see a large 
portion of the formation raise their hands, hopefully 
that drives the point home that it very much happens 
in all of our lives and we’re all affected by it.”

The run was part of a larger 3rd CAB virtual 5K chal-
lenge held April 18-22. Soldiers are encouraged to run 
a 5K and upload their time onto the brigade Facebook 
group. The top three times uploaded will win a 
Certificate of Achievement, a brigade coin and a swag 
bag that includes a SHARP T-Shirt.

While the challenge was planned as a virtual event, 
Pruss took the opportunity to organize the in-person 
5K during PT hours.

“The brigade SHARP team told me about the virtu-
al 5K, asked me to join and I was like, ‘Absolutely, I’ll 
get my platoon and hopefully company to do this one 
day during PT. Then they asked if I could get the whole 
battalion involved,” said Pruss. “It was a consider it 
done kind of moment.”

The event sparked some competition with the fast-
est male and female finishers receiving a 603rd ASB 

challenge coin, as well as entering the competition for 
brigade level prizes.

The 603rd ASB leadership was also able to speak with 
their Soldiers about how important it is for everyone 
to prevent sexual assault and harassment whether on 
or off duty.

“If we’re looking at stopping or preventing sexual 
harassment or sexual assault within the formation, it’s 
not just about coming out for the runs, it’s about taking 
action every single day we’re at work or even during 
those off duty hours,” said Lt. Col. David Jones, com-
mander of the 603rd ASB, 3rd CAB. If we see something, 
we say something. We prevent incidents from happen-
ing, and as a team, we help respond when something 
occurs.”

Educating everyone in the formation about their 
reporting options and who they can talk to is always a 
top priority for the 3rd CAB SHARP team.

“We’re really trying to reach out to the entire forma-
tion and make sure people understand what their 
options are and who they can talk to if they have ques-
tions,” said Pruss. “It’s about us as the SHARP team 
getting in front of formations and conducting training. 
We’re just trying to get out there and have our faces 
recognized so they know who they can approach with-
out losing any of their rights as a possible client.”

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Marne Division marks 26th anniversary in Georgia

The 3rd Infantry Division marks its 26-year anni-
versary at Fort Stewart and Hunter Army Airfield this 
week, after serving during the Cold War decades on 
the front lines of West Germany. The colors were 
unfurled at the division’s current home during a cer-
emony on Cottrell Field at approximately 9 a.m., April 
26, 1996.

The last commander of 24th Infantry Division, Gen. 
Joseph DeFrancisco, cased the colors of the “Victory 
Division” for the final time during the occasion, end-
ing its stay on Fort Stewart after being activated on 
the installation in 1975.

Moments later, Gen. Jack Keane, the XVIII Airborne 
Corps commander, handed DeFrancisco the 3rd ID 
colors, making him the first commander of the “Marne 
Division” on Fort Stewart. With this action, 3rd ID 
also took over the role as the armored force of the 
XVIII Airborne Corps from the Victory Division.

The 24th ID was inactivated and reflagged to 
become the 3rd ID as part of the Army’s reduction to 
a ten-division force.

Dominic Pompelia, the 3rd ID Deputy Chief of 
Staff, was there that day as a major serving as the 
division artillery plans officer. He said that for Soldiers 
on Fort Stewart, not much changed apart from chang-
ing the patch on their left shoulder. The equipment 
remained the same except for the re-stenciling of 
bumper numbers.

Pompelia stated that at the time many advocated 
to change the Army’s decision to inactivate the 24th 
ID due to its rich history and numerous accolades 
achieved throughout its history. However, the 3rd ID 
was ready to continue its own legacy back on U.S. 
soil at Fort Stewart, Fort Benning and Hunter Army 
Airfield.

For the last 26 years, the 3rd ID has continued to 
serve proudly across all theaters of operation and as 
a supportive partner to the community of Coastal 
Georgia and Columbus for 20 years.

“I was equally proud of the transition because I 
had previously served in the 3rd ID in Germany. I was 
both proud to be a Dogface Soldier and a Victory 
Soldier,” said Pompelia.

Pompelia served in multiple company grade posi-
tions, including as a battery commander with then 
2nd Armored Brigade Combat Team, 3rd ID in 
Germany between 1992 and 1995.

He described that while the Army’s decision to 
reflag the division was difficult for some local Veterans 
at first, the Coastal Georgia community was as equal-
ly welcoming of 3rd ID as it had been to the Victory 
Division Soldiers and Families. He also said the ben-
efit of 3rd ID coming to the U.S. was the bond the 
division had with the Columbus area by expanding 
and having a brigade at Kelley Hill at Fort Benning.

“Both divisions have been regarded very highly 
because of their effectiveness in combat,” he said. 
“Just as 24th ID was respected for their role as the 
initial force in Desert Shield and Desert Storm, 3rd 
ID was seen as a similar success following their 
Operation Iraqi Freedom I rotation and entry into 
Baghdad. To many Veterans I’ve spoken to it was seen 
as very déjà vu because they looked at 3rd ID as the 
premier division in the Iraqi theater of operations, 
the same way they did 24th ID during Desert Shield 
and Desert Storm.”

The 3rd ID was originally created at Camp Greene, 
North Carolina, Nov. 21, 1917. The Marne Division 
trained at Camp Greene and Fort Bliss, Texas, before 
shipping to France in April 1918. The division earned 
its nickname as the “Rock of the Marne’’ in World War 
I when division commander Maj. Gen. Joseph 
Dickman said “Nous Resterons La’’ to French Allies 
as flanking units retreated in the face of a massive 
German offensive at the Marne River near Chateau-
Thierry on July 15, 1918. The 3rd ID forces held the 
defense, nonetheless. The ambitious words, now 
embossed on the 3rd ID unit crest, means “We shall 
remain here.”

Col. (Ret). Peter Hoffman served as a Dogface 
Soldier both in Germany and at Fort Stewart and 
continues to serve and support the Fort Stewart and 
Hunter Army Airfield communities as the executive 
director of the Coastal Georgia Military Affairs 
Coalition.

Incorporated in 1999 as the Friends of Fort Stewart 

and Hunter Army Airfield, the organization reorga-
nized as the Coastal Georgia Military Affairs Coalition 
in 2019 with a mission to enhance the overall eco-
nomic value of Fort Stewart/Hunter Army Airfield 
and the surrounding communities through a pro-
gressive regional partnership.

Hoffman said that after serving with the historic 
division in the early 1980s when it was stationed in 
West Germany, he was extremely excited to be reas-
signed to the division almost 30 years later, this time 
in beautiful Coastal Georgia.

“This region is very lucky to host the 3rd ID with 
its storied history going all the way back to World War 
I,” said Hoffman. “Third ID Veterans and the com-
munity should be proud to see the division enduring 
as a guardian of freedom, with one of its brigades 
currently deployed back to Europe to again show 
support to our allies. I guess the old saying is true: 
the more things change the more they stay the same 
and this community remains as supportive of our 
division as when they arrived here 26 years ago.”

Throughout 3rd ID history, the unit has been filled 
with exceptional Soldiers. No division in the Army 
has more Medal of Honor recipients than 3rd ID with 
61 which includes the famous Audie Murphy, the 
most decorated U.S. Soldier of World War II. With Fort 
Stewart as its home, 3rd ID continues to make its 
mark on Army history as the division modernizes and 
trains for the future of expected large-scale combat 
and remains responsive to contingency missions, 
domestically and abroad.

Soldiers and Department of the Army Civilians 
from the Fort Stewart and Hunter Army Airfield 
Garrisons participated in a full scale protection 
exercise April 19-21 designed to test emergency 
responses while training for real world threats. 

Stewart Guardian is full scale emergency response 
exercise that involves multiple agency participation. 
It was designed to ensure the safety and security of 
the Fort Stewart and Hunter Army Airfield commu-
nities by practicing response times and testing 
emergency plans. 

“We exercise a lot of different functions under 
the full scale exercise to make sure that the com-
munity stays safe,” said Emergency Contingency 
Planning Officer Beau Bradley.

Facilitating such a large scale exercise takes a lot 
of planning and coordination between multiple 
agencies. Bradley said that planning meetings for 
the exercise began over six months prior to the 
actual execution. Bradley said that he works hard 
to stay abreast of the ever evolving threats.

“We have what we call emerging threats. Some 
of those threats are increased cyberattacks from 
bad people, different types of technical items that 
they could use,” said Mr. Bradley, “I am reading a 
lot of data to keep our exercise program as realistic 
as possible.” 

The intent of Stewart Guardian is to prepare for 
real world threats by identifying areas that need to 
be updated or changed and addressing those con-
cerns. One such item was an alternate location for 
the Emergency Family Assistance Center at Hunter 
Army Airfield. An EFAC is a one-stop shop including 
multiple service agencies designed to quickly assist 
Soldiers and Families with the recovery process 
after a significant event. 

Overall the exercise was a success with a small 
number of areas identified for improvement. The 
installation’s leadership was pleased with the rigor 
of the exercise.

“I thought this was a real honest look at our emer-
gency response plans. Like any training event, we 
have some good stuff and we have some things that 
we can tighten up. Overall we did a great job with 
the level of response and communication that took 
place,” said Fort Stewart Garrison Commander Col. 
Manuel Ramirez. 

The installations’ next full-scale exercise is in 
December and it will be externally evaluated by a 
team from U.S. Army Installation Management 
Command. Follow the Fort Stewart and Hunter 
Army Airfield digital media platforms for more 
information about the installations’ exercise pro-
grams.

Spartan Brigade first in Army to get modernized Bradley

The “Hound Battalion,” 3rd Battalion, 67th Armor 

Regiment, 2nd Armored Brigade Combat Team, 3rd 
Infantry Division, is the first unit to complete field-lev-
el maintenance and operator new equipment train-
ing on the modernized M2A4 Bradley Fighting Vehicle 
and received the U.S. Army First Unit Equipped award 
from the Program Executive Office Ground Combat 
Systems on April 22 at Fort Stewart. The Army rolled 
out the first M2A4 BFVs to the “Spartan Brigade,” 2nd 
ABCT, 3rd ID, on Feb. 1.

The near decade-long effort to upgrade the BFV 
culminated in the first unit, 3rd Bn., 67th AR, 2nd 
ABCT, 3rd ID, equipped with, and trained on the M2A4 
variant, upgraded with enhanced mobility and power 
generation capabilities. The enhancements include 
power modernization to regain speed performance 
and increased power in the turret, allowing the plat-
form to host future technologies.

“This Bradley variant will ensure that the platform 
maintains combat relevance now and for decades to 
come as we wait for the Optionally Manned Fighting 
Vehicle, or OMFV, platform to eventually replace it,” 
said Brig. Gen. Glenn Dean, the Program Executive 
Officer for PEO GCS. “We fielded the most capable 
Bradley Fighting Vehicle to date, with the Bradley in 
service for three decades. Because the A4 variant has 
enhanced mobility and power generation, we’ll be 
able to integrate new technologies.”

The Army plans to roll out five brigade sets. The 
first unit equipped, 3rd Bn., 67th AR, will receive 21 
M2A4 BFVs. The Army is planning and coordinating 
to roll out more than 700 M2A4 BFVs through 2029. 
The average cost of an M2A4 BFV is $4.35 million.

As the Army enhanced survivability on the previous 
versions of the BFV, mobility was negatively impact-
ed because of the extra weight. Designers could not 
integrate additional capabilities because there was 
no more power. Now it can keep up with M1A2 Abrams 
tank acceleration requirements.

“The upgrades involved a holistic plan to produce, 
ship, transfer and train units to operate and maintain 
the M2A4 BFV for their warfighting mission,” said Lt. 
Col. Mario Iglesias, the PEO GCS M2A4 BFV product 
manager. “The last upgrade to the Bradley was in 
2002. The Army plans to continue providing field 
units with the A4 variant until the new OMFV is pro-
duced, which will eventually replace the Bradley.”

"Cronos Company," Charlie Company, 3rd Bn., 
67th AR, 2nd ABCT, completed the M2A4 BFV oper-
ator new equipment training on Mar. 21, making the 
company and its battalion the tip of the spear in the 
Army’s modernization efforts.

“We’re humbled to blaze the trail and pass the les-
sons of the new equipment training back to the other 
units in our brigade receiving the modernized Bradley, 
so they can be even better during their equipment 
training,” said Lt. Col. Daniel G. Hodermarsky, com-
mander of the 3rd Bn., 67th AR, 2nd ABCT, 3rd ID.

The increased lethality the modernized M2A4 BFV 

brings to the warfighter is not lost on the Soldiers of 
the 3rd Bn., 67th AR.

“The increase in power generation and distribution 
greatly increases the capability of current and future 
electronic additions,” said Staff Sgt. Nicholas Wallace, 
the M2A4 BFV master gunner for the 3rd Bn., 67th 
AR. “The addition of the commander’s independent 
viewer from the previous Bradley variant greatly 
increases the situational awareness within each crew 
to fight, survive and win.”

The Spartan Brigade is on glide path to become 
the most modern U.S. Army brigade combat team 
this fall.

Late spring and summer heat can cause hyper-
thermia (heat stroke) deaths when children or pets 
are left in unattended vehicles. 

Simple reminders, used by habit, may help 
decrease the risk.  

According to the National Highway and Traffic 
Safety Administration (NHTSA), children are at 
increased risk of deaths from heat stroke and heat 
exhaustion when left, unattended, in parked vehi-
cles.

The National Safety Council reported 53 hot car 

deaths in both 2018 and 2019, and at least 24 chil-
dren died of heatstroke after being left in vehicles 
during 2020.

Since 1998 over 883 children died after having 
been left in hot vehicles.  Many more deaths have 
been prevented when police, and those walking by, 
took the initiative to break a window, and rescue a 
child or pet.  

NHTSA said nearly 75% of those children were 
under the age of two years old. Parents, and other 
caregivers, maybe distracted by concerns, can for-
get about planned drop-offs at daycare, or pre-
school.

A small child, asleep in the back seat, and not 

visible in the rear view mirror, is forgotten about 
way too often, and the result is a dreadful, com-
pletely preventable, tragedy.

Far too many people intentionally leave a young 
passenger in their vehicle to enter buildings, think-
ing it will be for “just for a second,” but the result 
can be a lost life. 

Car temperatures can soar to over 115° degrees, 
even if the outside temperature is just 70°. While we 
use air conditioning while driving, it turns off when 
we park -- ending that protective cooling. 

Help protect your passengers.  Perhaps by leaving 
a visible reminder of any back-seat passengers.  And 
never leave an unattended loved one in a vehicle.

As the Army looks toward how it wants to fight in 
2030 and beyond, the concept of the Penetration 
Division is taking shape. During several weeks of train-
ing and experimentation as part of Warfighter 22-4 
and the Joint Warfighting Assessment 22 at Fort 
Stewart, Georgia, Soldiers from the 3rd Infantry 
Division replicated a Penetration Division in an effort 
to assess the formation’s capabilities.

The Army has designed the Penetration Division to 
be a decisive unit of action and prioritized it for orga-
nizational and technological transformations. For the 
past 30 years, the Brigade has been the decisive unit 
of action, and as the Army prepares for large-scale 
combat operations, changes are needed. It has been 
found that the combined arms operations at the bri-
gade level do not have the combat power to achieve 
penetration of enemy forces. A Penetration Division 
is specifically built to conduct large-scale combat 
operations.

With that starting point, Soldiers from the 3rd ID 
stepped up during the U.S. Army Joint Modernization 
Command’s JWA 22 to replicate a Penetration Division 
and provide lessons learned. The 3rd ID spent the 
months leading up to JWA 22 learning about the capa-
bilities of a Penetration Division. That early and ded-
icated preparation allowed 3rd ID Soldiers to step into 
the Penetration Division role and replicate the capa-
bilities ably, said Lt. Col. Billy VanCuren, integration 
team chief for JMC’s operations group A.

“3rd ID has put in an absolutely great effort into 
becoming a Penetration Division,” VanCuren said. 
“They started off with Leader Professional 
Development sessions last year. When they found out 
they were going to replicate a Penetration Division, 
and I met their players for the first time, they had 
already read the materials that were written about the 
Penetration Division. All that has paid off in this exper-
iment, and the 3rd ID is now giving us a great look at 
how a Penetration Division should operate.”

In being some of the first Soldiers to attempt to fight 
as a Penetration Division, it took some time to change 
their way of thinking and really understand how to 
utilize new capabilities, like Air-Launched Effects, said 
Maj. Franklin Peachey, 3rd ID intelligence planner

“Now we’re causing the enemy multiple dilemmas, 

and we are having simultaneous effects throughout 
the depth of the battlefield, really over 100 kilometers, 
which is just unprecedented.” Peachey said. “It took 
a lot for the division to expand their thought process, 
and it took us months and weeks and days of reps to 
have the language to do that.”

As 3rd ID Soldiers learned more about the 
Penetration Division and how the Army wants to con-
duct Multi-Domain Operations, they started to see 

how the sensor-to-shooter linkage could work. Then 
practicing it during JWA 22/Warfighter 22-4 allowed 
them to clearly see how to employ it, and how deep 
they could sense and target, said Lt. Col. Mike Hefti, 
3rd ID chief of plans.

“Some of the capabilities they’ve given us for 
unmanned systems is an incredibly big change to the 
way we fight,” Hefti said. “I think some of the fires 
assets they have given us will also change the way we 
fight. What I’m seeing in the army 2030 is an ability to 
now have a sensor-to-shooter linkage. Now, instead 
of putting the cost of a human being out there to send 
something, I have some stuff that’s close to all-weath-
er capable, these unmanned robotic systems I can put 
forward to preserve human life. Those then pull us 
forward to engage the enemy at the place and time of 
our choosing.”

Combining the Warfighter 22-4 exercise with the 
JWA 22 experiment has allowed the 3rd ID to think 
creatively about how they fight while still receiving 
their readiness training, Hefti said.

“What we’re doing in this exercise that’s a little bit 
different maybe than the normal Warfighter is we’re 
taking a little bit more liberty on creative thinking,” 
Hefti said. “So with new types of units and new type 
of capabilities that are developed, we’re using the same 
fundamental basic principles, but we’re applying them 
in a different process or a different way on the battle-
field. That may seem nuanced, but it can have quite 
a large impact in the overall result.”

Any worries about combining those two missions 
of readiness and modernization experimentation have 
been eased by the success of JWA 22 and Warfighter 
22-4, Hefti said.

“Sometimes people look at it as an ‘either/or;’ either 
I have to do an experiment or I have to do a Warfighter,” 
Hefti said. “I think anyone who wasn’t a believer in 
this combination before, they are believers now. This 
is not a sacrifice to readiness; it’s a readiness-building 
tool that helps build readiness in current formations, 
and builds readiness for the future. And so I think 
we’re getting a double win there. I think we’re abso-
lutely getting after both objectives, which is a huge 
win for our formation and the Army.”

Thanks to the preparation and dedication of the 
3rd ID, several weeks of training and modernization 
experimentation have come together to make both 
the current and future Army stronger.
