e Be sure you're reporting a problem,
not a "peeve”

e Give your chain of command a
change to solve the problem

e Contact the Stewart, Hunter, and
Benning IG Offices before you
contact the IG higher commands
(our numbers are below)

e |G's are not policy makers, but you
can submit a proposed change on
DA 2028!

e Remember, Commanders are the
only ones that can order a solution,
IG's can only recommend

e Bring your evidence - IGs must
resolve cases based on facts

e Be patient - investigations take time

* Be prepared to take "No" for an
answer and the IG will explain why
