Pollio cuts the ceremonial ribbon to officially 
reopen the East Gate bridge

With assistance from individuals with the directorates of Emergency Services and 
Public Works, Col. Anthony Pollio, U.S. Army Garrison Fort Leonard Wood com-
mander, cuts the ceremonial ribbon Feb. 2 to officially open the bridge that connects 
J Highway to the installation just outside the East Gate. Hours of operation at the gate 
are 5 to 8:30 a.m. and 2 to 6 p.m. weekdays. The gate was initially closed in 2021, so 
workers could mill and resurface the asphalt deck on the 420-foot-long bridge, while 
also sealing the underlying concrete. The project’s scope changed, however, when 
officials noticed the amount of deteriorating concrete underneath. The plan was al-
tered to include the removal and replacement of the deteriorating concrete, and the 
80-year-old bridge now has a full-depth concrete deck.
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
