REAL ID gate access policy
Beginning June 1, Fort Leonard Wood
physical security specialists will no
longer solely accept state-issued
identification that does not meet the
REAL ID Act of 2005 standards. Any-
one with a non-compliant ID will also
need to provide a secondary form of
identification, such as a U.S. passport
or a certified birth certificate. More
information — including the full list of
acceptable secondary ID - is available
here, or by calling 573.596.0590.

USID online card renewal
Sponsors of individuals holding active
Uniformed Services Identification, or
USID, cards now have the option to
request renewals through ID Card
Office Online.

Civilianretiree ID cards

Effective immediately, Department of
Defense Civilian Retiree Identification
cards will no longer be issued. DOD
civilian retirees must present and reg-

ister an acceptable credential, such
as a REAL ID Act-compliant driver’s
license, and their retirement Stan-
dard Form 50 at the Visitor Control
Center to facilitate future visits to the
installation. Previously issued DOD
Civilian Retiree ID Cards will remain
valid through Aug. 31, and will not be
reissued.
